If the
colors are not applicable to your religious affiliation, feel free to substitute with the colors of your choice.

Fabric requirements include all fabric for the
project top and binding.

Finished Quilt is 64 square
All seams are 1/4”
Press in the direction of the arrows.

Finished Blocks: 7 square
Unfinished Blocks: 7 1/2” square

Fabric Amount
Black 1 1/8 yards
Dk. Gray 1 3/4 yard

Colored Squares (8 colors) TWO (2) 7 1/2” squares for EACH fabric color

Green for Binding 1/2 yard

Cutting for the Quilt:

Fabric Cuts
Black Cut TWENTY-FIVE (25) 7 1/2” squares
Dk. Gray Cut FORTY (40) 7 1/2” squares

EIGHT (8) Different Colored Fabrics Cut two (2) 7 1/2” SQUARES from EACH of the fabric colors

Green Binding Cut and piece enough 2 1/2” x WOF strips to bind your finished
quilt top
